1) Those who will receive a scholarship from Japan International Cooperation Agency. 
(Including those who will receive the scholarship upon fulfilling the condition of enrollment 
at our graduate school.) 

2) Those who have non-Japanese citizenship. 
3) Those who have completed or will complete 16-year school education, including university 

education or its equivalent before the enrollment date.

(5) The application fee will be paid by JICA. (It is 35,000 Japanese Yen.)

・ Academic Transcript must contain all the grades earned in the university.

・ Fees for TOEFL, IELTS, and the Duolingo English Test should be paid by the Applicants.  

Ryukoku University will not bear the expenses. 
・ Applicants who have earned or will earn a Bachelor's Degree (or higher) from an  

English-speaking university are exempted from the TOEFL, IELTS, and Duolingo English 
Test requirement, on the condition of submitting an official letter from the university which 
certifies that all courses are taught in English.
